PAME denounces the new attempt of the French Government to intimidate workers
and criminalise workers' struggles, by calling the General Secretary of the CGT Energy
Federation, Sébastien Menesplier to give statement to the police for the militant
initiatives developed by the trade unions in the past months against Macron's pension
reform.

It is also shown in this way that in the European Union,
"democracy" and "freedoms" of the people and workers only go as far as the interests
and profits of the business groups. While Governments all over Europe, regardless of
their colour, will promote the interests of the bosses by every means and way,
escalating repression and authoritarianism.

Intimidations and authoritarianism will again be smashed against the wall of mass,
internationalist, class solidarity.
